No duplex or
double-sided printing will be accepted.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that General Order No. 98-3 is hereby revoked in its
entirety effective on the entry of this order.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Clerk of this Court prepare a notification of this
Order to be distributed at the offices of the Clerk in Akron, Canton, Cleveland, Toledo and
Youngstown, and posted on the Court’s web site.
